G.S.R. 726(E).—Whereas the draft of certain rules further to amend the Ancient Monuments and
Archaeological Sites and Remains Rules, 1959 were published as required under sub-section (1) of section 38
of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains Act, 1958 (24 of 1958) in the Gazette of
India, Extraordinary, Part II, Section 3, Sub-section (ii), dated the 21* December, 2017 vide notification of the
Government of India, in the Ministry of Culture, Archaeological Survey of India, number G.S.R. 1539 (B),
dated the 22™ December, 2017 for the information of all persons likely to be affected thereby and notice was
given that the said draft rules shall come into force after the expiry of a period of forty five days from the date
on which the copies of the Official Gazette of these draft rules are made available to the public and whereas
the said Gazette was placed in the public domain accordingly on the 22™ December, 2017,

And whereas the objections/suggestions received from public were considered by the Central
Government;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 38 of the Ancient Monuments and
Archacological Sites and Remains Act, 1958 (24 of 1958), the Central Government hereby makes the
following rules further to amend the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains Rules, 1959,
namely:---

RULES

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) These rules may be called the Ancient Monuments and
Archaeological Sites and Remains (Amendment) Rules, 2018.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their final publication in the Official Guazette.

2. In the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains Rules, 1959, for rule 6, the
following rule shall be substituted, namely:---
